Sensory Processing Disorder and Museums
Becky Lyddon - Sensory Spectacle 
Sensory Spectacle was founded in 2014 after Becky opened an exhibition of experiential installations in South London on completion of her Master’s degree in Art and Science at Central Saint Martin’s. Feedback from the public (including education staff, family members and students) was that these learning experiences should be more widely available and included in teacher training, so an insight might be gained into how Sensory Processing Disorder (SPD) can affect someone’s learning. 
Since then Sensory Spectacle have helped educate and raise awareness of SPD through experiential learning, with participants experiencing immersive environments based on descriptions by people with SPD.
This workshop explains some of the background to SPD, enables participants to experience sensory processing needs themselves as part of a visit to the Brookland’s Aircraft Factory (a 2 minute level walk from the workshop venue), and how to identify issues in museum spaces and plan around them.

An introduction to Makaton
Mike Harris – Makaton UK trainer
Being able to communicate is one of the most important skills we need in life. Almost everything we do involves communication; everyday tasks such as learning at school, asking for food and drink, sorting out problems, making friends and having fun. These all rely on our ability to communicate with each other.
Makaton is a language programme using signs and symbols to help people to communicate. It is designed to support spoken language and the signs and symbols are used with speech, in spoken word order.
With Makaton, children and adults can communicate straight away using signs and symbols. Many people then drop the signs or symbols naturally at their own pace, as they develop speech.
For those who have experienced the frustration of being unable to communicate meaningfully or effectively, Makaton really can help. Makaton takes away that frustration and enables individuals to connect with other people and the world around them. This opens up all kinds of possibilities.
You will learn about the principles of Makaton and symbol use during this workshop and also learn some Makaton signs to start using back at your museum.
