Personal Protective Equipment and Cleaning Suppliers
At the moment, many items of personal protective equipment are in short supply, so ordering the items you need is likely to be difficult.  However here are some possible suppliers of items that you might want to acquire to help your staff in visitor facing roles. 
Gloves
Gloves can protect the hands from contact with viruses that have settled on surfaces. Viruses tend to only remain on hard surfaces for around 72 hours.  Gloves are a good idea for those who are touching surfaces that others have touched (or coughed/sneezed on).  
· Wearing gloves is not a replacement for good hand washing and avoiding touching one’s face.
· Types of gloves: disposable nitrile or vinyl gloves (as used in first aid, catering or conservation)
· Latex gloves would also work, but some people have a latex allergy.

Face masks
Surgical masks can limit exposure to cough/sneeze droplets – with the greatest impact being to limit droplets from coughs/sneezes by the person wearing the mask .
Any face covering (home-made masks, scarfs, etc) may limit droplet exposure to an extent.  Face coverings need to be washed daily at 60°C before reuse.   Dust masks (as used for DIY) could also work in this way.
